Since the Editor & staff were invariably out on a shoot, the ability to work without supervision to the required standard was of the essence. Also included was handling readers' photo orders for published shots and arranging browser CDs for Graphic Agencies.

I assisted with reproduction of adverts paid for by clients who advertised with us. Some provided scamps or bromides of their work that required laying onto the pages, others requested artwork produced in-house for them, before press-time. Some designs I had produced were so well received that the clients increased their advertising space!





This has been the best graphic experience to date, with the added bonus that during my time with Soldier, the publishing house won the Gold Award from Communicators in Business Agency for ‘Best Magazine in its Division‘
